WOMEN HOMEBUILDERS RAISING ROOFS IN DALLAS AREA

Diane Cheatham still remembers the first time she walked onto a homebuilding project.

"The first job I walked on in 1980, the contractor looked at me and said it was bad luck to have a
woman on a job site," said Cheatham, who has run Urban Edge Developers Ltd., a custom building
company, since 1991. "Things have changed greatly since then."

Cheatham, who builds townhouse projects in close-in neighborhoods and has her own
subdivision in North Dallas, is one of a growing number of women in what has traditionally been a

boys' club of a business.

About 10 percent of the industry's 175,000-member trade group — theNational Association of
Home Builders — are women.
