It's pretty hard to get something for nothing. That's one reason why economists like to analyze trade-offs.

Changing gender roles in our society have created some rather complicated trade-offs, and that helps

explain why it's hard to assess progress toward gender equality.

Women on nonfarm payrolls — a measure that includes part-time workers — now slightly outnumber men.

Employers find women attractive to hire in part because women typically earn less than men with the same
